UNESCO has categorized the endangered languages into four categories, namely
Vulnerable, Definitely endangered, Severely endangered and Critically endangered. A
survey conducted by a Vadodara based research centre suggests that India has lost
20% of its indigenous languages. Every year, a number of languages in the world get
extinct; thereby, indigenous knowledge, accumulated by the speakers of those
languages for millenia are also lost for ever. It is high time that the anthropologists and
linguists should together attempt to document them. The first comprehensive survey of
the languages of India was done during the British Raj by George A. Grierson, an
official of the Indian Civil Service, who was also made the first Director of the
Linguistic Survey of India. Grierson carried out a mega-project from 1894 — 1928, His
publications were though very exhaustive, but they suffered from different flaws also.
First, the data for the project was collected by untrained field workers such as school
teachers and low ranking government employees. Secondly, data from South India was
under-represented. Data from the province of Madras and the then Princely States of
Hyderabad and Mysore were ignored. During the Eleventh Five Year Plan,
Government of India attempted to expand the scope of Linguistic Survey of India
under the auspices of Central Institute of Indian Languages (CIIL) Mysore, by
launching a mega-project. But very soon the project was abandoned. It is assumed that
for fear of rise of linguistic ethnicity, the project was abandoned. Very recently a new
project, known as People’s Linguistic Survey of India (PLSI) has been launched by the
government under the auspices of an NGO called Bhasha Research and Publications
Centre (BRPC) to study Indian Languages.
