Az with many great figures of history, the facts of Confuciusg’ life are unclear.
However, if the scholar-teacher lived today he would probably have been considered a
dangerous radical, because of his basic admonition that the welfare of the people was more
important than the privileges of a ruling class. The rulers of the small State of Lu, in which
he lived, disliked such ideas, nor could Confucius, during many years of wandering,
persuade any other leader to accept them. He insisted on his students studying poetry,
music and history to broaden their minds, a tradition continued almost into modern times in
the great Chinese civil service, the mandarinate. The fact that he was a dissenter, yet was
held in reverence by his students, indicates that he was probably a man of considerable
personal force of character, with an innovative, revolutionary mind.

It is ironical that later Chinese Confucianism was anything but these things. Of its
enormous body of writing, remarkably little came from Confucius himself. Confucianism, so
long the ethical system guiding China, was developed in the work and thought of a mass of
subsequent commentators.

Mencius, who was active during the first quarter of the fourth century BC, was such a
commentator. His view was based on faith in the ultimate goodness of human nature. To
him is attributed a practical Chinese political device of some importance the ‘Mandate of
Heaven’ concept although there are hints of its development much earlier. This idea is one
of qualification of the absolute power of the ruler. It is regarded as morally justifiable, even
laudable, to revolt against a cruel, unjust, or even unlucky regime. In other words, a
government is finally justified by its success, its ability to maintain a reasonably prosperous
and equable society; an emperor by his probity, his high moral character, since only such a
man would be able to intercede with the forces of Heaven to ensure prosperity.
