deterioration in their service conditions. the isolation in which teachers work, phenomenal expansion of the educational system. lowerin;
of standards of teacher training. a general impression that a very large number of teachers do not perform their duty properly. changes in
the value system in society. etc. The status of teachers has had a direct bearing on the quality of education. and many of its skills can be
ascribed to the indifferent manner in which society has looked upon the teacher and the manner in which many teachers have performed
their functions.

What should be best done to restore the lost status of the teachers?

1. Teachers have to show exemplary negotiating skills with parents

2. The society should start honouring the teachers

3. the salary is to be improved and teaching load be reduced

4. A collaborative efforts of society, self (teacher) and system is required to work properly
