Structuralism is an approach in which any field or object of study is treated as a system of
interrelated parts. It was a popular and widely accepted perspective in several academic fields of
twentieth century. In folklore studies, the seed of structural analysis was planted by Vladimir 7.
Propp (1895-1970). The Russian Formalist published his book ‘Morfologia Skazki” in Russian
language in 1928, which was translated into English in 1958 as Morphology of the Folk Tale. In
that remarkable book, Propp took an entirely new synchronic approach to the study of Russian
folktales. Instead of the meanings of folktale, Propp analyzed their structural forms, component
parts of the structures and the interrelation amongst them. Regarding the issue of the similarities
of folktales of different places, he was interested neither in finding the origin of these similarities
nor in random comparison and classification of the similar traits of tales. He showed that the vital
components of a folktale are not its characters but certain actions of the characters, which are
found to be constant in folktales of different places. The presence of such constant actions, which
he called functions, are responsible for the similarities between different folktales.
